Average tracking error comparison over 5 years

Comments

� On a standalone basis the regional funds 
have an average tracking error of around 
7.9%

� Single manager Global funds have an 
average tracking error of 5.0% over the 
five year time period

� Global fund tracking errors are 
consistently lower than regional funds 
over the 1, 3, 5 and 7 year time frames

� One rationale for this could be the 
differing investment strategies, as regional 
funds are more likely to invest in more 
volatile small and mid cap stocks
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However, on a composite basis these funds are only as risky as 
the global managers

� The average tracking 
error for composites 
funds is at most as risky
